S.0. 3313(E).-WHEREAS, a draft notification was published in tBazette of India, Extraordinary, vide
notification of the Government of the India in tiMinistry of Environment, Forest and Climate Changember
S.0. 1602(E), dated T6June, 2015, inviting objections and suggestionmfell persons likely to be affected thereby
within the period of sixty days from date on whicbpies of the Gazette containing the said notificatvere made
available to the public;

And whereas, objections and suggestreceived from all persons and stakeholdergspanse to the draft
notification have been duly considered by the G#riovernment;

WHEREAS, Bir Aishwan Wildlife Sanctuary is situad¢ a distance of 3 kilometers from Sangrur on Sohia
road with an area of 264.40 hectare and the samycsialmost rectangular in shape providing compess;

AND WHEREAS, the protected area, as per the farkestsification of Champion and Seth, has the fertsit
fall under the sub-group 5(b) Northern Dry Mixeddkious Forest Type and the main tree speciesadlailare
Eucalyptus, Mulberry, Shisham, Kikkar, Khair, Dhaeri, Jand, Simbal, Jamun, Neem, Toot, Arjun, lEar&abhi,
Nara, Amb, Khajoor, Karonda, Bamboo etc.;

AND WHEREAS, the area is known to support a varigtyanimals and birds and the main faunal spedies a
Porcupine, Wild Boar, Blue Bull, Jackal, Jungle Gdtesus Monkey, Peafowl, Black and Grey PartridBasakeets and
Doves etc.;

AND WHEREAS, it is necessary to conserve and ptotee area, the extent and boundaries of which is
specified in paragraph 1 of this notification arduhe protected area of the Bir Aishwan WildlifenSauary as Eco-
sensitive Zone from ecological and environmentahipof view and to prohibit industries or classimdiustries and their
operations and processes in the said Eco-senZitine;

NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers confebrgdub-section (1), clause (v) and clause (xiv3udj-
section (2) and sub-section (3) of section 3 ofEhgironment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 198&devith sub-rule (3)
of rule 5 of the Environment (Protection) Rules889the Central Government hereby notifies an &yem extent upto
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100 metres from the boundary of the Bir Aishwandifi¢ Sanctuary in the State of Punjab as the Bahivan Wildlife
Sanctuary Eco-sensitive Zone (hereinafter refeiwexs the Eco-sensitive Zone)details of which araraler, namely:-

1. Extent and boundaries of Eco-sensitive Zone.£%) The extent of Eco-sensitive Zone is upto100emgefrom
the boundary of the Bir Aishwan Wildlife Sanctuagmprising an area of 80 hectare.

(2 The Eco-sensitive Zone is bounded by 30°13’#7'N latitude and 75°53'59.853"E longitude towafesst
(point No.B of Annexure 1 map); 30°13'28.03"N latle and 75°52'6.481"E longitude towards west (pbio.E of
Annexure 1map); 30°14'18.442"N latitude and 75%8933"E longitude towards north (point No.A of Aexure 1map)
and 30° 12’56.512"N latitude and 75°52'32.473"Hgitude towards south (point No.C of Annexure 1map).

3) The map of Eco-sensitive Zone boundary togetithr its latitudes and longitudes of extremes artént also
co-ordinates of protected area is appendedhaexure |.

4) A list of 5 villages falling within the Eco-ssitive Zone alongwith their longitudes and latitadg prominent
points are appended Asnexure |l.

2. Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone.{2) The State Government shall, for the purposé¢hef Eco-
sensitive Zone prepare, a Zonal Master Plan,invith period of two years from the date of publieatiof final
notification in the Official Gazette, in consultai with local people and adhering to the stipulaiaiven in this
notification.

2) The Zonal Master Plan shall be approved byQbmpetent Authority in the State Government.

3) TheZonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zshall be prepared by the State Government in swaimer as
is specified in this notification and also in conance with the relevant Central and State lawstl@djuidelines issued
by the Central Government, if any.

(4) The Zonal Master Plan shall be prepared in @ltaison withall concerned State Departmentsfoegnating
environmental and ecological considerations intnamely:-

(i) Environment;
(i) Forest;
(iii) Urban Development;
(iv) Tourism;
(v) Municipal;
(vi) Revenue;
(vii) Agriculture; and
(ix) Punjab State Pollution Control Board,
for integrating environmental and ecological comsidions into it.

(5) The Zonal Master Plan shall not impose anyricg®n on the approved existing land use, infiactiure and
activities, unless so specified in this notificati@and the Zonal Master Plan shall factor in improgat of all
infrastructure and activities to be more efficiant eco-friendly.

(6) The Zonal Master plan shall provide for redfiora of denuded areas, conservation of existingewabdies,
management of catchment areas, watershed managegnenhdwater management, soil and moisture coasery
needs of local community and such other aspedtseoécology and environment that need attention.

@) The Zonal Master Plan shall demarcate all thstieg worshipping places, village and urban settnts, types
and kinds of forests, agricultural areas, fertdads, green area, such as, parks and like placescuttural areas,
orchards, lakes and other water bodies.

(8) The Zonal Master Plan shall regulate develogmianEco-sensitive Zone so as to ensure Eco-friendl
development and livelihood security of local comiities.

3. Measures to be taken by State Government.Fhe State Governments shall take the following messsfor
giving effect to the provisions of this notificatipnamely:-

(1) Landuse.—Forests, horticulture areas, agricultural areaskspand open spaces earmarked for recreationabpesp
in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall not be used or eded into areas for commercial or industrial edatevelopment
activities:

Provided that the conversion of agricultural lamwdghin the Eco-sensitive Zone may be permitted ba t
recommendation of the Monitoring Committee, andhwitte prior approval of the State Government, tcetrtee
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residential needs of local residents, and for tiivities listed against serial numbers 24, 28a88 37 in column (2) of
the Table in paragraph 4, namely:—

0] Small scale industries not causing pollution;

(i) Eco-friendly cottages for temporary occupatiof tourists, such as tents, wooden houses, fa-fEEndly
tourism activities;

(iii) Rainwater harvesting; and
(iv) Cottage industries including village artisans

Provided further that no use of tribal land shadl permitted for commercial and industrial developte
activities without the prior approval of the St&@evernment and without compliance of the provisioharticle 244 of
the Constitution or the law for the time being orde, including the Scheduled Tribes and other ilicachl Forest
Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights) Act, 20@6of 2007):

Provided also that any error appearing in the laubrds within the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be exigd by
the State Government, after obtaining the viewghefMonitoring Committee, once each case and thection of said
error shall be intimated to the Central Governnietie Ministry of Environment, Forest and Clim&bange:

Provided also that the above correction of errallshot include change of land use in any case @xas
provided under this sub-paragraph:

Provided also that there shall be no consequergthlction in green area, such as forest area amncLiigral
area and efforts shall be made to reforest theathas unproductive agricultural areas.

(2) Natural Springs.—The catchment areas of all natural springs shallléetified and plans for their conservation and
rejuvenation shall be incorporated in the Zonal tdasPlan and the guidelines shall be drawn up k& $tate
Government in such a manner as to prohibit devedoypiractivities at or near these areas which amnasttal to such
areas.

(3) Tourism.—(a)The activity relating to tourism within the Esensitive Zone shall be as per Tourism Master Plan,
which shall form part of the Zonal Master Plan.

(b) The Tourism Master Plan shall be prepared leyDRepartment of Tourism, Government of Punjab inscitation
with Department of Revenue and Forests, Governofdhunjab.

(c) The activity of tourism shall be regulated asler, namely:-

(i) allnew tourism activities or expansion of ekigt tourism activities within the Eco-sensitive 2Zoshall be in
accordance with the eco-tourism guidelines issugdtie National Tiger Conservation Authority, Mimigt of
Environment, Forest and Climate Change (as amefrdedtime to time) with emphasis on eco-tourisnp-education
and eco-development and based on carrying capstaily of the Eco-sensitive Zone;

(i) new construction of hotels and resorts shall be permitted within the Eco-sensitive Zone;

(i) till the Zonal Master Plan is approved, déamment for tourism and expansion of existing tsnriactivities
shall be permitted by the concerned regulatoryaiites based on the actual site specific scruéing recommendation
of the Monitoring Committee.

(4) Natural Heritage.—All sites of valuable natural heritage in the Eemtive Zone, such as the gene pool reserve
areas, rock formations, waterfalls, springs, gargesves, caves, points, walks, rides, cliffs, staall be identified and
preserved and plan shall be drawn up for theirgotain and conservation, within six months from tete of
publication of this notification and such plan s$tiatm part of the Zonal Master Plan.

(5) Man-made heritage sites.—Buildings, structures, artefacts, areas and prexio€ historical, architectural,
aesthetic, and cultural significance shall be iifiett in the Eco-sensitive Zone and plans for theinservation shall be
prepared within six months from the date of publaraof this notification and incorporated in therial Master Plan.

(6) Noise pollution.—The Environment Department of the State Governrshatl draw up guidelines and regulations
for the control of noise pollution in the Eco-seiv& Zone in accordance with the provisions of Aie(Prevention and
Control of Pollution) Act, 1981(14 of 1981)and thies made thereunder.

(7) Air pollution.— The Environment Department of the State Governraball draw up guidelines and regulations for
the control of air pollution in the Eco-sensitiv@ri& in accordance with the provisions of the Aireffention and
Control of Pollution) Act, 1981 (14 of 1981)and thies made thereunder.

(8) Discharge of effluents.—¥he discharge of treated effluent in Eco-sensideae shall be in accordance with
the provisions of the Water (Prevention and Corafd?ollution) Act, 1974(6 of 1974)and the rulesdeahereunder.
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9 Solid wastes.—Bisposal of solid wastes shall be as under:-

(i) the solid waste disposal in Eco-sensitive Zghell be carried out in accordance with the prowisiof the Solid
Waste Management Rules, 2016 published by the @maet of India in the Ministry of Environment, Feteand
Climate Changeide notification number S.O. 1357 (E), dated tHefpril, 2016 as amended from time to time;

(ii) the local authorities shall draw up plans fbe segregation of solid wastes into biodegradabtenon-biodegradable
components;

(iii) the biodegradable material shall be recygbeeferably through composting or vermiculture;

(iv) the inorganic material may be disposed in avimnmentally acceptable manner at site(s) idetibutside the Eco-
sensitive Zone and no burning or incineration didswastes shall be permitted in the Eco-sensifioee.

(20) Bio-medical waste.—The bio-medical waste disposal in the Eco-sensiame shall be carried out in
accordance with the provisions of the Bio-Medicahd¢ Management Rules, 2016 published by the Gmarnof
India in the Ministry of Environment, Forest andr@te Changeide notification number G.S.R 343 (E), dated th& 28
March, 2016, as amended from time to time.

(11) Vehicular traffic .—The vehicular movement of traffic shall be reguliaite a habitat friendly manner and specific
provisions in this regard shall be incorporatedh@ Zonal Master Plan and till such time as theaZdaster Plan is
prepared and approved by the competent authoritthénState Government, Monitoring Committee shatinitor
