2384 (E), dateli Blgust, 2015, inviting objections and suggestitrosn all persons
likely to be affected thereby within the periodsifty days from date on which copies of the Gazettgtaining the said
notification were made available to the public;

AND WHEREAS, copies of the Gazette containing thi shotification were make available to the puldit
the 3£ August, 2015;

AND WHEREAS, objections and suggestions receiveanfrall persons and stakeholders in response to the
draft notification have been duly considered by@w®mtral Government;
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AND WHEREAS, Bir Mehas Wildlife Sanctuary is locdt®n the Nabha-Malerkotla Road in the State of
Punjab having an area of 123.43 hectare whichifeumly plain in terms of topography but with fevegressions. The
map of Eco-sensitive Zone along with latitude asmhitude is appended Asinexure-I.

AND WHEREAS, the protected area has forests of iNort Dry Mixed Deciduous type falling under sub-
group 5 (6) of the forest classification of Champiand Seth, which have such main tree species aalypius,
Mulberry, Shisham, Kikkar, Khair, Dhak, Beri, Jarsimbal, Jamun, Neem, Toot, Arjun, Kareer, KahiydyaAmb,
Khajoor, Karonda and Bamboo;

AND WHEREAS, the area has known varieties of angrehd birds like Porcupine, Wild Boar, Blue Bull,
Jackal, Jungle Cat, Rhesus Monkey, Peafowl, Black@rey Partridges, Parakeets and Doves;

AND WHEREAS, it is necessary to conserve and ptotee area (the extent and boundaries of which is
specified in paragraph 1 of this notification) anduthe protected area of the Bir Mehas Wildlife Gaary as Eco-
sensitive Zone from ecological and environmentahof view and to prohibit industries or classidustries and their
operations and processes in the said Eco-sengibine;

NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers confelrgdub-section (1) and clause (v) and clause @dv)
sub-section (2) and sub-section (3) of section thefEnvironment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1p&8ad with sub-
rule (3) of rule 5 of the Environment (Protectid®les, 1986, the Central Government hereby notiffge100 metres
from the boundary of the Bir Mehas Wildlife Sanctuan the State of Punjab as the Bir Mehas WildB@nctuary Eco-
sensitive Zone (hereinafter referred to as the $&sitive Zone), details of which are as under,elgm

2. Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zong1) The State Government shall, for the purposthefEco-
sensitive Zone, prepare a Zonal Master Plan, withiperiod of two years from the date of publicatioinfinal
notification in the Official Gazette, in consul@ti with local people and adhering to the stipulaiaiven in this
notification.

3) The Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive&ehall be prepared by the State Government in suainer as
is specified in this natification and also in conance with the relevant Central and State lawstl@djuidelines issued
by the Central Government, if any.

4) The Zonal Master Plan shall be prepared inwaitaison with all concerned State Departments, igme
(i) Environment;
(ii) Forest;
(iii) Urban Development;
(iv) Tourism;
(V) Municipal;
(vi) Revenue;
(vii) Agriculture;
(viii) Punjab State Pollution Control Board;
(ix) Irrigation; and
(x) Public Work Department,
for integrating environmental and ecological coesidions into it.

(5) The Zonal Master Plan shall not impose anyrict®n on the approved existing land use, infnastiure and
activities, unless so specified in this notificati@and the Zonal Master Plan shall factor in improgat of all
infrastructure and activities to be more efficiantl eco-friendly.
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(6) The Zonal Master plan shall provide for redtiora of denuded areas, conservation of existingewhbdies,
management of catchment areas, watershed managegnenhdwater management, soil and moisture coaserny
needs of local community and such other aspedtseoécology and environment that need attention.

(7 The Zonal Master Plan shall demarcate all ttistiag worshipping places, village and urban setents, types
and kinds of forests, agricultural areas, fertdads, green area, such as, parks and like placescuitural areas,
orchards, lakes and other water bodies.

(8) The Zonal Master Plan shall regulate develogmanEco-sensitive Zone so as to ensure Eco-friendl
development and livelihood security of local comiities.

(6) Noise pollution.- The Environment Department of the State Governraball implement the regulations for control
of noise pollution in the Eco-sensitive Zone in @cdance with the provisions stipulated of The Nokalution
(Regulation And Control) Rules, 2000 under the Emwinent (Protection) Act, 1986.

(7) Air pollution.- The Environment Department of the State Governrskall implement standards and regulations for
the control of air pollution in the Eco-sensitiv@né in accordance with the provisions of the Aire@féntion and
Control of Pollution) Act, 1981 (14 of 1981) ancethule made thereunder. If required, standards lbeaynade more
stringent for protection of environment.

(8) Discharge of effluents.-The discharge of treated effluent in Eco-sensifiwee shall be in accordance with the
provisions of the General Standards for DischardeEavironmental Pollutants covered under Environtakn
(Protection) Act, 1986 and rules made therein.
