1055(E).—Whereas, a draft notification was published in @ezette of India, Extraordinary,
vide notification of the Government of the Indiatie erstwhile Ministry of Environment, Forest aDlimate
Change number S.0.1454 (E), dated tHeJ@ne, 2015, inviting objections and suggestioomfall persons
likely to be affected thereby within the period gikty days from date on which copies of the Gazette
containing the said notification were made avaéablthe public;

Whereas, Bir Moti Bagh Wildlife Sanctuary by andgis a flat land having an area of 654 hectare
and located on Patiala-Dakala Road about 5 kilenigom Patiala town and is traversed with ditched a
drains and a compact wildlife sanctuary of almestangular appearance;

And whereas, the protected area as per the fdesstification of Champion and Seth, has the forests
that fall under the sub-group 5(b) of the NorthBrg Mixed Deciduous Forest Type and the main tpeces
areProsopiguliflora, Acacia nilotica, Delbergiasissoo, Albizialebbeck etc.;

And whereas, the area is known to support a vaokgnimals and birds, which includes Black Buck,
Wild Boar, Chital, Hog Deer, Blue Bull, Jackal, BRs Monkey, Peafowl, Black and Grey Partridges and
Quails;

And whereas, it is necessary to conserve and prtitecarea, the extent and boundaries of which is
specified in paragraph 1 of this notification arduhe protected area of the Bir Moti Bagh WildlBanctuary
as Eco-sensitive Zone from ecological and envirartaiepoint of view and to prohibit industries oas$ of
industries and their operations and processesisdtl Eco-sensitive Zone;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers confetvgdsub-section (1), and clauses (v) and clause
(xiv) of sub-section (2) and sub-section (3) oftieer 3 of the Environment (Protection) Act, 198® (@f
1986) read with sub-rule (3) of rule 5 of the Enomiment (Protection) Rules, 1986, the Central Ganemnt
hereby notifies an area to an extent upto 100 metllearound the boundary of the Bir Moti Bagh Wil
Sanctuary in the State of Punjab as the Bir MotgB&Vildlife Sanctuary Eco-sensitive Zone (hereigaft
referred to as the Eco-sensitive Zone), detailslo€h are as under, namely:-

1. Extent and boundaries of Eco-sensitive Zone.{}) The Eco-sensitive Zone is an area of 100 meters
all around the boundary of the Bir Moti Bagh WifdliSanctuary comprising an area of 111.10 hectares
approximately and boundary description of such Zsmgiven inAnnexure- 1.

(2) The Eco-sensitive Zone is bounded by 30°18"N8@atitude and 76°25'3.794"E longitude towards
East (point No. B of Annexure | map); 30°16'30.3494titude and 76°22'53.359"E longitude towards twes
south (point No. E of Annexure | map); 30°18'368d8atitude and 76°24'17.39"E longitude towards hort
(point No. A of Annexure | map) and 30°16'18.113"atitude and 76°24'17.39"E longitude towards
south(point No. D of Annexure | map).

3) The map of Eco-sensitive Zone boundary togethith its latitudes and longitude is appended as
Annexure-I.

(4) The list of seven villages falling within the&sensitive Zone along with their longitude andude
at prominent points is appendedfasexure-Il.

2. Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone.{2) The State Government shall, for the purpose
of the Eco-sensitive Zone prepare, a Zonal MaBtan, within a period of two years from the dafe o
publication of final notification in the Official &ette, in consultation with local people and autigeto the
stipulations given in this notification.

2) The said Plan shall be approved by the competghority in the State Government.

3 The Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive&shall be prepared by the State Government in such
manner as is specified in this notification andalsconsonance with the relevant Central and $aste and
the guidelines issued by the Central Governmeihyt
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4) The Zonal Master Plan shall be prepared in atetion with all concerned State Departments,
namely:-

(i) Environment;
(i) Forest;
(i) Urban Development;
(iv) Tourism;
(v) Municipal,
(vi) Revenue;
(vii) Agriculture; and
(viil) Punjab State Pollution Control Board,
for integrating environmental and ecological coagations into it.

(5) The Zonal Master Plan shall not impose anytrict®n on the approved existing land use,
infrastructure and activities, unless so specifiethis notification and the Zonal Master Plan &ffettor in
improvement of all infrastructure and activitieso more efficient and eco-friendly.

(6) The Zonal Master Plan shall provide for redioraof denuded areas, conservation of existingewat
bodies, management of catchment areas, watersheageraent, groundwater management, soil and moisture
conservation, needs of local community and suclero#ispects of the ecology and environment that need
attention.

(7) The Zonal Master Plan shall demarcate all tkistiag worshipping places, village and urban
settlements, types and kinds of forests, agricalltareas, fertile lands, green area, such as, @atisike
places, horticultural areas, orchards, lakes aneratater bodies.

(8) The Zonal Master Plan shall regulate develoriteEco-sensitive Zone so as to ensure eco-friendl
development and livelihood security of local comiities.

3. Measures to be taken by State Governmenfhe State Government shall take the following
measures for giving effect to the provisions o$ thotification, namely:-

(7) Air pollution.- The Environment Department of the State Governnséiall draw up guidelines and
regulations for the control of air pollution in tlEeo-sensitive Zone in accordance with the prowsiof the
Air (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 19814 of 1981)and the rules made thereunder.

(8) Discharge of effluents.-The discharge of treated effluent in Eco-sensitd@ne shall be in
accordance with the provisions of the Water (Pregarand Control of Pollution) Act, 1974 (6 of 193ad
the rules made thereunder.
